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Residential Solar ñEnergy Raisers 
 

Many hands make light work of saving energy.  

Based on a model that has been used in other parts of the country, Gallup Solar 

is in the process of developing a community group interested in learning about 

home hot water or PV installations, or in getting them installed on their own 

homes.  One of our goals will be to encourage energy conservation as the first 

step to solar installations.   

This idea was originally used by the Amish to build barns ñwhere a community 

would gather on one day and put the barn up together.  In this case, either solar 

hot water or solar photo voltaic  (PV) systems will be installed.  

We had our first meeting on October 13th which was well attended and already 

have 4-5 people interested in installing solar immediately. An Energy Raiser 

should be possible for anyone with a roof, and some juice and snacks to encour-

age their helpers.  

There are a number of incentives for those who install solar equipment.  There is 

a link to an incentives page on our website (www.gallupsolar.org), which pro-

vides most of those applicable to New Mexico.   It also contains links to informa-

tion for other states.  

The Federal Government offers a 30% corporate tax credit for those purchasing 

solar electric systems. Accelerated depreciation: While solar modules are gener-

ally guaranteed for over 25 years, the Federal Government allows for solar elec-

tric systems to be treated as five year property for depreciation purposes. This 

provides added benefit upfront.
